Make A Sun Out of Leaves

Enjoy the autumn sunshine with this outside activity!

Materials Needed:

Yellow/orange/red leaves™*, bag or
basket for collecting.

Optional: Cardboard circle 6-10 inches
(15-25 cm) in diameter.

*Alternative: make your own leaves out of
yellow/orange/red paper. Tear or cut out

shapes to make leaves. They do not have
to be perfect!

Instructions:

Step 1: Collect leaves that remind you of the colors of the Sun (yellow,
orange, red), or cut leaf shapes from colored paper.

The Sun gives off a white light that is a mixture of colors, like a rainbow. The
Earth’s atmosphere causes some of the colors to scatter, making the sun look
yellow or orange. (Caution: Never look directly at the Sun!)
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
