Every year, the federal government grants billions of dollars in research 
funding to academic institutions to drive knowledge and innovation in 
numerous fields, including biomedical science, engineering, social sciences, 
and the humanities. Though highly competitive, these grants are essential to 
the university research enterprise. The 26 federal agencies that award 
research funding -- NIH, NSF, NEH, and DOD, among them -- post open 
opportunities at the central Grants.gov site.
